approximately 15mm in diameter. Because loris are nocturnal, they have big eyes. If
you can get the materials, its fun to make the eyes out of something that will glow

in the dark, or reflect in light (such as the reflective stripgmiay bike riders at

night, or simply just some tin foil or shiny material. The legs are best made from
pipe-cleaners, or another flexible material, so they can me manipulated to grip on

to things and you can hang them all around the classroom!
